I’ve been listening to a song with these words in the last line,

Book Review

The Subtle Body:An Encyclopedia of Your Energetic Anatomy
By Cyndi Dale. 2009. Sounds True, Inc.

This book was gifted to me by a healer in Chicago. I have found it a fascinating read and an important ready-refer-
ence tool, not only for those practicing the healing arts, but for all of us who wish to understand both our energetic and
physical anatomy/physiology. As the author states, “... all medicine is essentially energy medicine, for energy composes
the world.”

If I had to describe this work in two words they would be authoritative and thorough. Energetic healer and scholar,
Cyndi Dale, explains in the book’s introduction that, while knowledge of the body as an energetic system began as intu-
itive, current research and technologies have made it possible to scientifically document many of these concepts.
References to scientific research findings regarding subtle, as well as physical energy systems are one of the book’s most
important features.

Dale defines both the physical and subtle energies; their forms, structures, actions and interactions. The book then
begins with the cell and works toward the more gross physical structures and then delves into the structures and function
of the subtle energies. I love the thoroughness of this work. It defines and discusses the energy fields and chakras from
so many perspectives; the Chinese and Hindu overviews, Thai and Tibetan energy theory, Buddhist Mudras, sacred
geometry, reflexology, Kundalini, the ancient Jewish Kabbalah mystical energy system. Chapter 39 compares the vari-
ous chakra systems from around the world (Incan, Egyptian, Cherokee, etc.).

Dale offers this encyclopedia as a scholarly introduction to energy principles and healing - As material, “...intended
to help you understand the meridians and the possibilities that in-depth learning can provide.”
